When the main functions of society change, culture changes. When culture changes, the potential af selv-conceptions of people are equally changed; and with these, our thinking about human psychology. The demands on the individual from work and daily life are rapidly changing in these years. Unless the human being is to be overwhelmed by a new global culture, do we need to develop a new structure of personality? This paper addresses this issue by focusing on the personality structure and background of the three generations: the pre-war generation, the 68-generation, and the present young generation. A change of paradigm may be seen in the new ways that yong people perceive themselves and cope with situational demands. The paper draws the contours of a new structure of personality of the social-autonomous person, where the distinction between system and individual is eroded, and where the social relation in the interpersonal space becomes significant as a shaping force
